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New Zealand Points information

The following is an indication of whether or not you “appear” to be eligible to submit an “Expression of Interest” (EOI) for immigration to New Zealand under the Skilled Migrant Category. 

The points threshold for immigration to New Zealand under the Skilled Migrant Category is normally set at 100 points. 

While this threshold score of 100 points is sufficient to lodge an Expression of Interest, please remember that EOIs will be placed in a pool and ranked according to points, with those applicants with the highest points, and meeting the selection point at that time, will be invited by the INZ to apply for residence, subject to verification. We stress that it would be prudent to lodge your EOI with as many points as possible. Please note that with a score of 140 you are entitled to guaranteed selection. If however your score is between 100 and 135 inclusive or exclusive of a job offer, selection is not guaranteed. 
The selection point is a variable item designed to be raised and lowered in accordance with the number of applications set for approval within the yearly quota. The selection point is now set at 140 points, with the threshold being 100.
